Paul Lindsay was born on January 28, 1990 to the proud parents of Sheldon and Betty Lindsay in Hemmings, California. 
Paul was educated in the Hemmings Public School System. He attended Woodson Elementary and Hartfield Middle School before graduating with honors from Bleeker High School in Hemmings in 2008.

While a popular student-athlete at Hemmings, Paul became a local sports hero when his half-court three pointer beat the East team in a thrilling 77-74 All- Star win for the West. His half-court heroics are still shown with great frequency on the local sports channel highlight reels—a fact that delighted Paul and his family

At six-feet four inches tall, Paul was preparing to return to Jergens State University in Sheraton in the fall on the second year of his basketball scholarship. He was voted Most Valuable Player in the Division 6 playoffs last year before Jergens was defeated by Carver College

Paul’s Jergens teammate and friend Maxwell Alexander, remembers Paul fondly for his friendly, generous nature. 

“If you had a problem and you needed someone to talk to or if you needed help with homework, Paul would be there for you,” Alexander recalls. Once I didn’t have enough cash to get a plane ticket to see my folks at Christmas. I didn’t even have to ask Paul. He just let me borrow money and wouldn’t even trip about me paying him back, Alexander added. “That’s just the kind of cool dude he was.”

Paul Lindsay, a former All-American standout forward at Bleeker High School in Hemmings, was killed Saturday evening when his car was broadsided by a drunk driver. He was 19 years old. According to authorities, Paul was returning home from an annual family picnic at Beaver Lake when his 2004 Chevrolet Caper was knocked off the road and into a tree. All of Paul’s three passengers— his childhood sweetheart Monique, his brother Emery and Emery’s girlfriend Cheryl—survived and sustained minor injuries. Tragically, Paul was killed instantly. The driver of the pickup truck, though heavily inebriated, was unharmed. 

Paul is survived by his devoted parents, Sheldon and Betty Lindsay of Hemmings; his childhood sweetheart Monique; his brother Emery; two sisters: Laniece and Darlene; and a community of family and devoted friends. He will be greatly missed.

A memorial service will be held at 1 p.m. Thursday at Butler Funeral Home in Hemmings. Interment will be at Billings View Cemetery in Eaton.
